TREE	PLANTING	AT	MOUNT	PLEASANT	
Following	 advice	 from	 the	 State	 director	 of	 the	 Centenary	
celebrations,	 Mr.	 Victor	 H.	 Ryan,	 that	 £20	 had	 been	 granted	 to	 the	
District	 Council	 of	 Mount	 Pleasant	 and	 the	 local	 Centenary	
committee,	 councillors,	 at	 the	 July	 meeting,	 decided	 to	 leave	 the	
matter	 in	 the	 hands	 of	 the	 ward	 representative,	 Councillor	 J.	 C.	
Herriot,	 to	 act	 in	 conjunction	 'with	 the	 district	 clerk,	 Mr.	 W.	 Ross	
Smith,	and	members	of	the	committee.	
Through	 the	 generosity	 of	 Mr.	 R.	 T.	Melrose,	 trees	 for	 the	 planting	
and	general	beautification	scheme,	are	being	made	available,	and	the	
committee	 decided	 at	 its	 last	 meeting	 that	 the	 main	 street	 would	
receive	attention	 first,	and	operations	would	 then	extend	 to	the	by-
road	extending	 from	 the	 sale	 yards	 to	 the	 extremity	 of	 the	 Talunga	
Park.	
Incidently,	 Mr.	 Herriot,	 who	 has	 always	 been	 a	 champion	 of	 the	
sporting	bodies,	in	seeking	to	perfect	the	park	surroundings,	plans	to	
organize	 an	 Eight	 Hours'	 Day	 working	 bee	 at	 the	 oval,	 as	 an	
additional	Centenary	effort.	Concerning	the	main	street	planting,	the	
plans	 are	 now	 well	 past	 the	 initial	 stage,	 and	 spaces	 in	 the	 main	
thoroughfare	 have	 been	 inspected	 and	marked,	 preparatory	 to	 the	
digging	of	holes.	
Residents	have	been	approached	with	a	view	to	caring	for	the	young

He	also	reported	having	
given	Mr.	Fred	Staples	permission	to	plant	three	
or	four	plane	trees	along	his	property.	His	action	
was	noted	and	approved.	

Historian	
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It	was	a	dry	day	the	day	the	trusses	were	delivered.	The	group	
worked	feverishly	to	get	them	up	before	any	more	rain	came	to	
slow	things	down	again.	

Already	it	appears	larger	than	when	it	was	just	a	slab.	There	will	
be	 a	 substantial	 workshop,	 three	 toilets,	 an	 office	 and	 a	 large	
kitchen	 /	 dining	 area	 with	 a	 beautiful	 polished	 concrete	 floor.	
There	are	also	plans	for	an	impressive	outdoor	area,	somewhere	
nice	to	sit	under	the	trees	and	ponder	life’s	possibilities.	

The	 group	 has	 worked	 long	 and	 hard	 to	 create	 a	 space	 for	 all	
men	–	not	just	those	who	may	want	to	wield	a	tool	or	two.	It	will	
be	 a	 place	 for	 blokes	 to	 swap	 stories,	 share	 food	 and	 a	 cuppa,	
and	 maybe	 just	 chat	 about	 life,	 the	 universe	 and	 everything.	
Early	in	the	new	year	the	shed	will	be	completed	to	‘lock	up’,	and	
then	it’s	just	a	short	sprint	to	the	official	opening.
