“Across the state, GPs are contracted to provide medical services to our local hospitals
and while the circumstances changed for the local GPs, we continue strive to provide
high-quality acute care for the community,” Ms Martin said.

Talunga Clinic General Practitioner, Dr Bryan Goh, said while the clinic made every
effort to recruit high-quality doctors to the service, ultimately an alternative model of
safe care was necessary to implement.

"We are committed to providing excellent and sustainable healthcare services to the
community and the difficult decision had to be made in order to prioritise patient
safety,” Dr Goh said.
